The motion was discussed and amended to cancel the current 50% reimbursement and replace it with a flat $25.00 stipend to be paid when the member made a formal presentation to the club of the information obtained at the event. The amended motion was passed unanimously by the club.
· Fund Raising – The subject of fund raisers was discussed to help pay for future speakers we might engage to make presentations to the club. It was suggested that we charge for admission (members and non-members) for a speaker presentation. Alternative ideas such as selling cookbooks or T-shirts were mentioned. Martha and Suzanne volunteered to explore fund raising possibilities. 
· Club Survey – Sean Driscoll is working on a member survey that will ask members for basic information such as number of hives, location of hives, pounds of extracted honey, etc. The plan is to use this information as a basis for grant applications, geographical distribution projects, and to provide the club with information about member interests. The survey should be ready to distribute by October.
· Leominster Treatment Free Workshop – Jodi (Forcier)Turner attended the Leominster workshop and gave the club a detailed summary of the material presented by the various speakers.
